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Ground Official Duties – Brendale

First Official of the day :-

SET UP

· You should be receive a set of keys from the canteen – if not please call Grant Lotter on 0418 758 831

· Please arrive promptly for the start of your shift as the setting up involved at the start of each day is critical to getting the matches started on time and / or those running the earlier shifts often have other duties to do i.e. coach / manage teams.

· First job is to put the visitors signboard (in storeroom) to show the club the field numbers. This should be placed in front of the canteen i.e. near the entrance to the fields. The board also shows you the location of the various fields. The board will also have the current fixture list attached.

· Put out cones (storeroom) to reserve a place for an ambulance entry in the car park. This should be in a position through the double gates in the car park.

· The nets (in storeroom) should then be placed next to their respective goals.  All of the nets are in containers. The first teams playing put the nets up & the last teams playing take the nets down. For the main goal nets pegs and a hammer are also in the containers (one container for each net). Sometimes the main nets are used for training on a Thursday / Friday night and are then put into the equipment container (far side of car park). If the nets are not in the storeroom they may be in the container. If the nets can’t be located give Grant Lotter on 0418 758 831.

· Corner flags need to be put out on the main field number 12 (corner posts are located in storeroom or refs room).

· Stretcher (storage shed) can then be put out (near the away team benches on the main field)

· Two plastic chairs (store room) can then be put next to each set of benches on the main field

· Ensure balls are pumped and ready to go (stored in refs room). Refs need two size 4 balls for the main field which they will take out to the first game. Rooball refs need a size 4 ball for U9 & U10 fields (two size 4 balls total). Plus three (total) size three balls for U6 / 7 / 8 fields. The balls and pump / needle are kept in the refs room. 
ALTERNATE STRIPS

· Bibs are available for Rooball teams (canteen clothing store) in case club colours clash. For Rooball, the away team to wear bibs. A spare strip is available (canteen clothing store) for the competitive teams in case of a colour clash. 

· In the case of the competitive teams it is the home ACE team that changes their strip.

CROWD CONTROL

· Please ensure that parents do not stand / sit between the Rooball fields (6/7/8/9/10).  This area is for coaches / mgrs only. Please ensure all spectators are at least 1 meter from the side line (2 meters on the main field). Nobody is allowed around the goal area. On Rooball fields a good idea is to suggest to parents that there is a “D” in front of the goals the same “D” should be kept clear behind the goals i.e. imagine a circle all around the goals – parents must stay out of this circle.  There is a blue line and parents should sit behind this.

· In Rooball (U6 only) coaches are allowed on the field but this practice is discouraged at our club. If visiting coaches insist on going on the field they can do so but must not get in the way of play, interfere with the referees and / or cause a danger to players on the field i.e. be in a position where children may run into them etc.

REFEREES

· All referees present? If the main field refs (Black and Whites) fail to arrive then the two teams should agree on a temporary official and linesmen. If agreement cannot be reached and / or no volunteers come forward the game will have to be abandoned and no points will be awarded. There must be at least two Black and Whites present to ref a game / run the line. 

· Please introduce yourself to the Black and White refs and escort them to / from the field at the start / end of each game.

· Rooball – Remember these are our own players U13 & U14 – Please support them

· If a Rooball ref fails to show please telephone Michael Tucker on                                      0422 489 261 ASAP. 

· In the interim please ask an Ace parent from the team involved to provide ref. Spare whistles in ref’s room.

· A Ground Official File is kept in the referees room and this contains :-

· 1)    A copy of this notice.

· 2)    Copy of the Football Brisbane & Queensland Rules for all match types and bylaws

· 3)    Committee contact numbers.

· 4)    ACE Ground Official Incident Report Form – “If the Ground Official is involved in any incidents eg team official sent from field, a report must be submitted to BND secretary through our club secretary (John Moushall) within 48 hours of the incident”.

· 5)   ACE forfeit notice if a team must forfeit.

WHO CANNOT BE A GROUND OFFICIAL

The Coach or Manager of a team playing cannot be the Ground Official. Should this situation arise please ask one of the parents from your team to “stand in” on a temporary basis whilst your game is in progress.

GENERAL DUTIES DURING THE MATCHES

During your “shift” be visible (not hard in a bright orange vest) and tour the grounds on a regular basis. Ensure the spectator’s behavior is orderly and not abusive towards the referees, linesman, players or other spectators. 

Injuries

Give assistance to any player who may be injured and required to leave the field. A basic first aid box is located in the referees room.  Treatment of a player must be left to the officials from the team and / or the injured players parents / guardian. 

The decision to move a player / call an ambulance etc should also be left to the team officials / parents / guardians of the injured player(s).

After the game ensure all teams leave the ground in a safe and orderly manner. If there are queries to be discussed with the referee by a team then you the ground official can enquire on behalf of the team.

During your “shift” you will be handed paperwork (match sheets etc) for safe keeping. Please pass on the paperwork to the ground official that replaces you and or Maree Paul,  the clubs recorder. If for some reason the last match has been played and Maree has not collected the paperwork please give Maree a call on 0408 009 193.

Standard of Fields – Calling off a game the rules are :- if the referee (no matter what age) calls of the game and the Ground Official disputes this and wants the game to continue the referees decision prevails and the game is called off. 

If the referee (under 18 years of age) considers that the game can be played and the Ground Official (who must be an adult) considers the field unplayable and wants to call it off, the referees have been instructed to contact a SARB committee member who will discuss the matter with the referee and Ground Official and a decision will be made.

Playing “Friendly” / Unsanctioned games after a fixture has been forfeited or abandoned is NOT PERMITTED under any circumstances as the players would not be insured.  

FINISH

After the Last Game has been played please ensure all the equipment has been put away and all cabins empty, lights off and locked. Keys and the manual should be returned to the Canteen. Please also report any missing / broken equipment to Robert Leishman Ph 0417647917  so it can be replaced.
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
