Junior Vice President Stephen Bryant believes that Lorna’s addition to the clubs Technical Group is ideal for the development of junior girls at ACE.  “As part of her role, Lorna will establish a girl’s squad within the club’s Football School which will give girls the opportunity to receive additional professional training within the club” said Bryant.
